Sl s ;:_,!C
SanJukta is a phenomenon and watching
her perform is indaed an ecstatic expe-
rience! One is time~machined to four-
teenth century Drissa into one of the
Natvamandiras, where such ‘'lanouid
movements and rhythmic stepping
resounded through the carved ceilings!
Till today, . these ‘dance postures
(bhangis) are recorded -through the
exotically proportioned figurines,
frozen in Orissa's temple walls.

Sanjukta moves gracefully on stage.dis-
playing Orissi's sensuous and lyrical
style in combination with the undu-
lations of the +torso with precise
footwork. The intricate bends of the
body, she does with such ease, the
tri-bhangi (triple-$ bend) being the
hallmark in Orissi. For an audience
comprising mainly of foreigners, she is
adept in explaining the essence of thae
lyrics to follow alorng with the
Abhinava (expressions) and the audi-
ence{including most of us from Orissa
who knou 50 little about this
art-form!) really appraciated that.
Apart from the acclaim she has received
for her masterful technigue and inter-
pretations, Sanjukta is renowned for
